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The Royal Mail delivers 84 million items every working day and has more
than 14,000 post offices. Every year the British send one billion letters to other
countries.

The Royal Mail has a long and interesting history. It has been around since the
days of Henry VIII. The Royal Mail appeared in 1516, In 1635 King Charles 1
opened the Royal Mail to the public. Post boys who worked for the Royal Mail
carried letters, riding on horses. In 1784, fast coaches started to carry the
mall. In the 1830s, coaches disappeared because of the arrival of the railways.
In those days a person who got a letter had to pay for it and a postman had to
wait to the collect money. The cost was high, a postman’s visit was often unwelcome,
and many people didn’t want to pay. In 1840 Rowland Hill suggested a postal
reform, nccording to which the one who sent a letter had to pay a penny for it no
matter how far the distance travelled.

Thanks to Rowland Hill, on May 6, 1840, Penny Black, the world’s first postal
stamp, appeared. Penny Black cost one penny and had a picture of Queen Victoria
on it. It was the first stamp in the world and that is why there was no word
“Britain” on it. Penny Blacks are now quite rare,

Today, British stamps do not have the country's name on them either and
British people rely on the Royal Mall as much as they did hundreds of years ago.

If you want to learn more about the Royal Mail you can visit the British Postal
Museum and Archives in London or the Postal Museum in Bath. They both tell
you about the Royal Mail and its significant place in history.

A. Most students that don’t have any friends at school get depressed or something because they
feel lonely, down, and that nobody wants to talk to them. They also might get those phobia
things, like for instance, being insecure when talking to someone, or people, for one of the
“first” times. So therefore, when a teacher calls them, they might feel uncomfortable with
answering. They also might have stuff going through their heads and can’t focus on a test,
worksheet, or whatever class assignment.

B. In many instances, the failure to socialize may be a key factor in qualifying for special
education. It is one of the triad of feature for a diagnosis of autism, for example. Special
education has a very strong emphasis on inclusion, which in significant part provides for
increased social interaction. Learning how to get by in society is an absolutely key component
to education, irrespective of whether it is the subject of a performance test.

The Paralympic Games

The history of the Paralympic Games
started in 1948 in England. 5ir Ludwig
Guttmann, a well-known doctor, organized a
sports competition for British veterans who
had taken part in World War 1l and became
disabled. Ludwig Guttmann was sure that
sport was a perfect method of therapy for
people with a physical disability. He believed
in the power of sport to change lives. The
doctor kept saying that sport improves physical

abilitics and helps to stop depression. Four
years later, competitors from Holland joined
Guttmann's competition. The international
movement, now known as the Paralympic
Movement, was borm.

Little by little, the sports competition for
athletes with a disability became popular. In
1960 the first Paralympic Games were held
in Rome, ltaly. They attracted 400 athletes
from 23 countries. Nowadays the Paralympic
Games are the second bigpest sporting event
in the world.

The name of the competition — Paralympic
Games comes from the word *parallel’. It means
‘the games in addition to the Olympic Games".
Since 1988, the Pamalympic Games are held
regularly at the same place as the Olympic
Games. As a rule, they begin at least three
weeks after the end of the Olympics.

The Paralympic flag has a white back-
ground, with the Paralympic symbol (three
“agitos” of different colours) in the centre. The
agito (¥l move™ in Latin) is a symbol of
movement, it looks like a moon. The agitos are
red, blue and green because these three colours
are most often used in national flags of
countries.

In 2014, the eleventh Paralympic Winter
Games were held in Sochi, Russia. 45
Mational Paralvmpic Teams took part in the
Games. Russia hosted the Paralympics for the
first time. The sportsmen competed in five
sports. The Russian team had the best results.
Russian athletes won 80 awards (30 gold, 28
silver and 22 bronze medals). This is a record
for the number of medals won by a single
country during a single Winter Paralympic
Games.

Interviewing Pilotto

Pilotto and his design partner Christopher De Vos have their own studio, with scrupulously ordered
mood boards of digital computer-aided designs, and wide, high tables with samples spread across
them.

It’s a far away from the Vyner Street cupboard room where I met them five years ago, when they
represented a young label singled out by Time Out as one to watch for spring/summer 2007. Back
then, half-Austrian, half-1talian Pilotto and half-Belgian, half-Peruvian De VVos had just secured a first
buyer for their exquisitely printed collection — Seven, an adventurous boutique in New York. Now, the
brand has more than 30 buyers including Liberty, Harvey Nichols and Colette in Paris, and counts
Samantha Cameron and Michelle Obama as fans.

How have you made the transition from the tiny label of five years ago to the global brand
you’re managing today?

Peter Pilotto: ‘A lot of that is thanks to the Centre for Fashion Enterprise which supports and incubates
young fashion businesses. It gave us security — two years not to worry about rent. It gave us a studio,
the use of the sewing machines and facilities. And, very importantly, it also gave us a lot of advice
about accounting. As a young designer, you don’t consider the fact that if you sell a lot in a season,
that can be the riskiest moment. It can mess you up in January when you have to pay your
manufacturers but you haven’t delivered to clients yet. It can all be over if you don’t manage the
moment right — that’s what the CFE is there for. Young designers just think: Great, I sold a lot. And
not: ‘I’m going to have to pay people a lot of money before anyone pays me.’

You’ve always shown in London. Do you feel under pressure to go to Paris and get access to a
different kind of buyer and exposure?

CDV: ‘No. Not any more. We get the buyers here. I think the buyers go to every fashion week and
make up their minds while they travel. Then they like to make their orders in Paris at the end of
it. Even the London stores do that.

PP: “We are happy in London — the support has been amazing. That’s why London Fashion Week is so
incredible — because all these young designers are able to show and start a business, which would be
almost impossible in Paris financially. Here, because of the CFE it’s easy. We’ve been through a
struggle, but still, we’re managing.’

Do you feel like there’s a kind of uprising in British fashion at the moment?

Both: ‘Totally!’

CDV: ‘I think it’s exciting that people are now staying in London, and keeping it strong. People seem
to be coming back. Also, it’s London Fashion Week, but a lot of us are from everywhere.’

Jazz is called the most truly American musical form. New Orleans, Louisiana, is often called
the birthplace of American jazz. It appeared in the early 1900s. Most important musicians in jazz
history came from New Orleans including Louis Armstrong (1900-1971), one of the greatest jazz
musicians. Louis Armstrong created a new jazz style by improvising solos and performing them in an
unusual style. Improvising is very important for jazz. Good jazz singers and soloists must improvise
freely and skillfully. Louis Armstrong is said to be the inventor of a new vocal style when instead of
singing words, Armstrong sang sounds like "de-de-de" or "lat-dat-da-da™ to imitate various musical
instruments.

The 1940s are known as the time of Big Bands. Their catchy music was everywhere and people
danced to Big Band Music. The Big Band includes thirteen or eighteen musicians. The Big Band
period gave the world wonderful musicians as Glenn Miller, Duke Ellington, Count Basie, Benny
Goodman and others who played to full houses in dance halls and ballrooms across America. Jazz
itself includes different styles, the blues, for example. The blues songs are slow and they are almost
always about unhappy love or different troubles.

Today jazz is no less popular in the United States. Though it has changed, it preserves old jazz
traditions.

Country music is American, too. It comes from old ballads and cowboy songs. Country music
singers always use guitars, banjos and fiddles, they don't usually have big bands. The words of country
songs are usually about unsuccessful love. In the 1920s Nashville, Tennessee, became a centre for
writing and recording of country music. During the 1940s and 1950s radio made country music more
popular.

A. The effect of exercise on sleep according to a study published in the February 1997 issue of
“Sleep,” exercise enhanced the sleep quality of the older adult participants. Specifically, aerobic
exercise can aid sleep by helping you doze off faster and sleep better. But another study, published in
the June 2009 “Journal of Sleep and Sleep Disorders Research,” found that sleep didn’t improve with
increased exercise. Workouts stimulate you and your metabolism, so avoid exercise right before bed.
Consider body temperature as well. A cool body temperature helps to encourage sleep, so allow for a
cool-down period well before bedtime. Late afternoon exercise is optimal.

B. Speed skating requires strength, precision, power and quickness. While some sports such as long-
distance running require slow, steady muscle contraction, speed skating involves high-speed
contractions that are considered explosive or power moves. To get speed skater legs, the Pittsburgh
Speed Skating Club recommends a training program including power moves such as bounce jumps,
broad jumps and jump thrust squats.

C. The U.S. Surgeon General recommends that healthy adults get 30 minutes of moderate exercise
each day. By taking 10,000 steps every day, you can reach this level of activity. A pedometer is an
excellent way to track your steps. It also helps establish a baseline for your normal activity level so
you know how much more activity you need.

D. Once dieters decide to change their eating habits for weight loss purposes, many focus on solid
foods alone. However, the amount of calories you ingest from drinks like soda, fruit juice and alcohol
may be the true culprit for excess fat storage. Making simple changes to your beverage consumption
habits may be the ticket to losing unwanted body fat. Good old-fashioned water is one of the best
drinks to help you lose body fat. Not only is it usually free and helps cleanse toxins out of your body,
but it may also help to boost your metabolism. You should drink at least six to eight glasses a day. Try
adding a splash of lemon or lime to give it a zesty flavor.

E. Astronauts must maintain their physical fitness levels while they work aboard the International
Space Station. Exterior equipment maintenance and repair may require energy-sapping spacewalks;
astronauts must also be prepared to execute physically taxing emergency landing operations aboard
their transport vehicles. At the same time, astronauts lose bone and muscle mass while they live in a
gravity-free environment. A well-structured exercise program provides the astronauts with the best
chance to maintain physical readiness.

F. A 2007 study in the “Journal of the American Medical Assosciation” found that people who
exercise regularly live longer due to a number of factors. According to Wojtek Chodzko-Zajko, head
of the department of kinesiology at the University of Illinois at Urbana-Champaign, individuals who



are middle-aged have an average muscle mass loss of approximately 1 percent per year. Strength
training offsets this muscle loss later in life, translating to fewer falls, which is among the leading
causes of death in the elderly. A 2009 study in the “American Journal of Neuroradiology” found that
older individuals who exercise at least 180 minutes per week for 10 consecutive years also have brain
blood vessel activity similar to that of younger individuals, providing neurologic longevity.

For
example, you may need a workout break or suffer an illness or injury. Fortunately, while you are
recoverring, you can stay fit by avoiding the consumption of bad foods, like donuts and cheeseburgers.

My Toughest Workout: Olympic Triple Jumper Christian Taylor
Though he’s also a top competitor in the long jump and 400-meter relay, Christian Taylor narrowed

his goals. Now he wants to beat the world record in the triple jump.
“The coach says it’s better to exceed in one than to be average in several,” he says.

Taylor’s personal best, 17.96, won him gold at the World Championships in South Korea in 2011.
Finally, he’s looking to top the world record, set by Jonathan Edwards at 18.29 in 1995.

He hopes that the Olympic crowds will help him get more energetic.

“That’s my fuel, my energy source,” he explains. “I’m a big believer in feeding off the energy of the
people around you.”

There is another thing that will help him fly. A 2-minute drill that he likes to do with Will Claye, a
former teammate of Taylor’s at the University of Florida who will also be representing the U.S. in
London.

The drill is a series of jumps that tests consistency, stamina and mental toughness. The goal is to hit
the same mark as many times as you can. “It’s a really intense workout,” Taylor says. “After the first
minute, when it really hits you, you are just burnt out.”

It’s that kind of power that he’s used to propel himself to the top. “I wouldn’t call myself a competitor
or an athlete if I wasn’t trying to be the best, ever,” he says. “I feel like I am flying, and I get so excited
that I want to come back down and see where [ am.”

The drill is simple, but exhausting. Taylor repeats a triple jump as many times as he can in two
minutes. As soon as he hits the sand, he runs back to the starting mark and repeats, trying to hit the
same mark each time. He performs two sets with a 20-minute rest in between, just because it’s so
rough. In two minutes, he estimates he gets about 20 jumps in.



The jump drill is part of a set that includes a lot of technical work, sprinting, and jumping. His warm-
up lasts about 45 minutes (little bounds, accelerations, 60—75 meter sprints). Then he goes to the
runway for light drills, standing long jumps, alternating bounds, little things to wake up the fast-twitch
muscles. That’s when he starts going into the different jump drills, like the one above. But he also adds
medicine ball drills, as well as weights work.

It’s hard to say what will really help Christian Taylor to win, his self assurance that he must win or
long trainings every day with the set of exercises.

Interviewing Pilotto

Pilotto and his design partner Christopher De Vos have their own studio, with scrupulously ordered
mood boards of digital computer-aided designs, and wide, high tables with samples spread across
them.

It’s a far away from the Vyner Street cupboard room where I met them five years ago, when they
represented a young label singled out by Time Out as one to watch for spring/summer 2007. Back
then, half-Austrian, half-1talian Pilotto and half-Belgian, half-Peruvian De VVos had just secured a first
buyer for their exquisitely printed collection — Seven, an adventurous boutique in New York. Now, the
brand has more than 30 buyers including Liberty, Harvey Nichols and Colette in Paris, and counts
Samantha Cameron and Michelle Obama as fans.

How have you made the transition from the tiny label of five years ago to the global brand
you’re managing today?

Peter Pilotto: ‘A lot of that is thanks to the Centre for Fashion Enterprise which supports and incubates
young fashion businesses. It gave us security — two years not to worry about rent. It gave us a studio,
the use of the sewing machines and facilities. And, very importantly, it also gave us a lot of advice
about accounting. As a young designer, you don’t consider the fact that if you sell a lot in a season,
that can be the riskiest moment. It can mess you up in January when you have to pay your
manufacturers but you haven’t delivered to clients yet. It can all be over if you don’t manage the
moment right — that’s what the CFE is there for. Young designers just think: Great, I sold a lot. And
not: ‘I’m going to have to pay people a lot of money before anyone pays me.’

You’ve always shown in London. Do you feel under pressure to go to Paris and get access to a
different kind of buyer and exposure?

CDV: ‘No. Not any more. We get the buyers here. I think the buyers go to every fashion week and
make up their minds while they travel. Then they like to make their orders in Paris at the end of
it. Even the London stores do that.

PP: ‘We are happy in London — the support has been amazing. That’s why London Fashion Week is so
incredible — because all these young designers are able to show and start a business, which would be
almost impossible in Paris financially. Here, because of the CFE it’s easy. We’ve been through a
struggle, but still, we’re managing.’

Do you feel like there’s a kind of uprising in British fashion at the moment?

Both: ‘Totally!’

CDV: ‘I think it’s exciting that people are now staying in London, and keeping it strong. People seem
to be coming back. Also, it’s London Fashion Week, but a lot of us are from everywhere.’

Yes, | was going to ask about that. How did a label with a Belgian, Italian, Peruvian and
Austrian background come to be seen as British?

PP: ‘Because we’re here — we’re a London-based label. We started it here right after I graduated.’
CDV: ‘We also manufacture a lot in London. Yes, it’s expensive; the things we make here are the
expensive, technical pieces. We used to manufacture everything here but now for some of the
separates we’re more careful of the cost.’

AT Pilotto and Christopher have made a great career for a short time.

A. Many people think that television is evil. It isn’t all that bad. TV is a friend for the elderly and an entertainer-
babysitter for the young. It makes burglars think we’re home when we’re not. It entertains us cheaply with live
action sports, great movies, ballets, concerts and singular events of the world all in living colour. It educates us
about everything from healthy diets to international problems.

B. How much television watching should parents allow? There is certainly nothing inherently wrong with TV.
However, research has shown that as the amount of time spent watching TV goes up, the amount of time

devoted to homework, study, social development and physical activities decreases. Television is bound to have
its tremendous impact on a child, both in terms of how many hours a week he watches TV and of what he sees.

C. With television programs designed specifically for babies, the question whether kids under two years of age
should be watching becomes very important.
